Deposits received after 10 days are subject to return, rendering the contract null and void, since the act has the option of booking elsewhere without obligation to any client whose deposit and signed contract are overdue beyond the 10 day courtesy period.

6. Overtime: If any when agreeable to the client and the contracted entertainment, the time of engagement may be extended at the pro-ratable overtime rate of $XXX per hour to be paid prior to the overtime period.

7. Cancellation of the engagement: Cancellation of the engagement by the client for any reason shall forfeit the deposit. Cancellation of the engagement by the client WITHIN 60 DAYS of the date of engagement shall also require payment of the balance to the act, unless the same act is rebooked by the client for an open date within 30 days of the cancelled date. Payment of the balance will not be required if the act obtains a suitable substitute booking elsewhere, or if cancellation is due to a verifiable death in the immediate family of the client. Cancellation by the client due to a major act of nature that is in progress on the date of the engagement must be received no later than 12 noon on the date of the engagement. A client cancelling their engagement by telephone must also verify that cancellation in writing (via dated mail, email or fax).

8. Band Breaks: The band typically takes X breaks. These breaks may vary in occurrence and/or duration due to unforeseen circumstances at the function or due to instructions from the function manager at hotel/hall. Appropriate pre-recorded music is available during the band breaks. Meals provided for the band members by the client are a much appreciated courtesy, but by no means an obligation of the client.

9. Music Selection: The band can attempt to learn up to 2 new songs for the function. There is a minimum 2 weeks’ notice required and it is not guaranteed that the band will be able to perform requested songs. Any and all other songs requested by the client must be selected from the band’s song list, prior to the date of the engagement. 

10. Non- performance of the act:  If, due to death, sudden incapacitating illness, accident or other unforeseeable circumstances and or acts of God or nature, the act is unavailable to perform as contracted, every effort will be made by the agent (if so notified and if time and circumstances permit) to provide a substitute act (subject to approval by the client) to perform in place of the cancelling act, at the same fees and terms. If no acceptable substitute act can be found, the agent and the act agree to refund the deposit and any and all payments made by the client. Upon such refund, this contract shall become null and void, and the client shall have no further legal recourse against the act or the agent. If the act is late starting due to unavoidable detention (traffic, weather, etc…) the client has the option to add that amount of time to the end of the function at no additional charge or to deduct a pro-rated refund from the balance due to the act at the function. 

11. The Agent: The agent’s responsibility to the client is to consult and advise, offer and promote an act, and (if so instructed) issue a contract on behalf of the act. The agent shall serve as intermediary and consultant prior to the function. In no event shall the agent be held liable for any personal injury, property damage or subjective performance-related complaints or for other mishaps occurring at the function that are directly or indirectly the fault and/or responsibility of the act. The act and client agree to indemnify and hold the agent harmless against any and all claims for damages resulting from this booking.

12. Permits: The client is responsible to obtain all necessary permits from their town, county, state or homeowner’s association. Full payment is due even if an event is cancelled, delayed, or postponed because of improper permits.

13. Electrical Requirements: The client is responsible to provide adequate electrical outlets for the act. Full payment is due if the client is not able to provide sufficient electrical needs on the day(s) of the event. 

14. Accommodations: Client is responsible to provide all entertainers with a no-charge parking pass –if required. Client agrees to provide act with X no-charge tickets to the performance.

15. Sound and Setup and Vacating: Client is to provide access to the performance area for equipment set up and sound check a minimum of 3 hours prior to the start time of the performance. Client is to provide access to the performance area to vacate a minimum of 1.5 hours after the end time of the performance. 

16. Security: The client will provide sufficient security so that no unauthorized persons will have access to the stage area or backstage area, the act will provide names of persons or guests authorized to backstage. If security backstage passes and/or laminates are to be used, a representative for the act will supply to the client a photo copy of the pass system to be used for the performances per the terms and conditions of this agreement. Client shall be responsible for any theft or damage to the equipment of the act that may occur during the time equipment is located on the client’s premises.
17. P.A. system/ Lights: Unless otherwise listed in the comments section of this contract, the act is to provide sound and stage lighting for their needs in relation to the performance

18. Clean-up: The act is not responsible for cleanup of the event area.

19. Insurance: Client agrees to retain any and all necessary personal injury or property damage liability insurance with respect to the activities of the act on the premises of the client or at such other location where the client directs the act to perform. Client agrees to indemnify and hold act harmless from any and all claims, liabilities, damages, and expenses arising from any action or activity of client or act while act is rendering the contracted services except for claims arising from act’s willful misconduct or gross negligence. 
20.               20.  Promotion: The act shall, at its option, sell promotional material at the performance, retaining all proceeds                  
associated therewith. The act shall also display items such as banners, signs and/or other promotional materials.

21. Disputes: For any dispute arising out of this contract the parties herby stipulate and agree the jurisdiction shall be Travis County, Texas. In the event any dispute arises under this agreement that results in litigation or arbitration, the prevailing party shall be paid its reasonable attorney’s fees and costs by the losing party.
22. Total Agreement: This contract represents the total agreement between the parties listed herein and there are no other agreements written or verbal.
